
the average age of the modeler is now higher with 
higher disposable income (OK, your mileage may 
vary), we – the consumers – have driven model kit 
& aftermarket manufacturers to a higher standard 
in quality and variety.  No longer will the simple 
$.50 models such as the Airfix & Revell kits of our 
youth draw a market.  In fact, many of us have 
gotten to the point where if a kit doesn’t include 
photo-etch, we’re not interested.  Modelers have 
set the bar high and the manufacturers have really 
come through for us for the most part.  I can’t see a 
large customer base of kids driving that kind of 
demand for quality or variety of subjects.  Indeed, 
most of the aftermarket industry has been created 
by us modelers ourselves to satisfy personal prefer-
ences first and to make this cool stuff available to 
our fellow modelers who share the same esoteric 
tastes.  I know for 100% sure that a junior-high 
customer base would not generate a market for 
decal sheets of rivets! 
 
We are indeed in a “Golden Age” of modeling.  
What threatens our hobby right now is economics.  
The cold calculus of a global economy and rising 
energy costs will make it certain that we will be 
paying more to pursue our hobby in the very short 
term.  I’ve also observed that once prices rise, they 
seldom come back down the levels we’ve grown 
accustomed to.  Shrewd and more thoughtful shop-
ping should help most of us make the most of our 
purchases.  Oh how I miss the days of those $.50 
Revell kits! 
 
At our next meeting, we will be getting back to the 
business of modeling when our own Gerry Cole 
will step up to plate to deliver a presentation on 
Decals.  The monthly model contest theme is “Oh 
Canada” – any maple leaf bedecked subject is a 
beauty, eh.  So all you hoser modelers, get to work. 
So build *something*, *anything* and I’ll see you 
all at the October meeting!

Another 
is the variety of places where you could buy model 
kits – dime stores (ask someone older if you’re 
puzzled over that one), KMart, Woolco, Target, 
drug stores, toy stores, and even hardware stores.

If you wanted a 
model magazine, you were pretty much limited to 
“Scale Modeler” and some all too fleeting publica-
tions such as “1001 New Model Airplane Ideas” 
and “Model Car Science”.  References and photos 
were also very hard to come by.  I believe a lot of 
us spent significant time in the libraries looking for 
photos of our modeling subjects.  Very often, we 
were also at the mercy of our local retail outlets as 
to the models and supplies we could obtain.  Back 
then, “aftermarket” was pretty much limited to 
decals (and why doesn’t the local shop stock those 
new MicroScale decals?).  Paints were pretty lim-
ited too.  You had a choice of Pactra or Testors 
PLA and these brands did not offer colors matched 
to the FS595 standard for the most part.  Humbrol 
offered colors matched to various countries’ stan-
dards but they were expensive and hard to find. 
 
So what’s changed since then?  Just about every-
thing!  And believe it or not, I think things have 
boomed in our hobby.  We now have more kits of 
more subjects with more options with better qual-
ity than we’ve ever had before.  People lament that 
fact that our hobby may be dying off due to the 
lack of youths entering the field.  However, I like 
to look at this from the opposite perspective.  Since
